He holds a Ph.D. in Economics from Stanford University and completed
graduate studies at the Centro de Estudios Econémicos y Demogréficos at El Colegio de México.
Professor Blecker’s research interests include international trade, open economy macroeconomics, the
value of the dollar and the U.S. trade deficit, economic integration in North America, the Mexican
economy, the limits to export-led growth strategies in developing countries, and U.S. trade policy.
